The tribal girls boarding at 
Dolkhamb which began last year 
with 25 girls has this year reached 
45 girls.  The progress of the girls 
was instrumental in this large 
admission. Given the size of the 

boarding (a rented place) it is not 
possible to admit more for the 
present. The transformation of 
the girls within one year has been 
phenomenal.  Their parents are 
very thrilled to their girls study-

ing so well.  The extra classes in 
the boarding has borne much 
fruit and all the girls have fared 
very well in school.  Their par-
ents are now requesting us to 
start a boys boarding!
